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Before following these instructions, you must make sure that 

your Windows XP Pro computer has the drivers for the wireless 

card properly loaded and Service Pack 2 installed.  

 

1. Make sure that you have changed your network password 

before proceeding. 

 

2. Click the bubble stating that there is a wireless network 

available.  Or, from the Windows taskbar, click 
 

Start > Connect to > Wireless Network Connection 

 

3. You will be presented with a Wireless 

Network Connection window. You should 

see an available wireless network of 

Rhodes_Wireless. This is the Rhodes 

Wireless Network. If you do not see 

Rhodes_Wireless as available, do not 

continue with these instructions. 

 

4. Select Rhodes_Wireless and click 

“Change Advanced Settings” in the 

“Related Tasks” area. The Wireless 

Network Connection window will 

disappear. 

 

5. A window will appear called 

Wireless Network Connection 

Properties. Make sure “Use 

Windows to configure my 

wireless network settings” is 

checked.  

 

6. If Rhodes_Wireless appears in 

the Preferred Networks area, 

select it and click the “Properties” 

button. 
 

If Rhodes_Wireless does not 

appear, click the “Add” button.

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7. You will now see a Wireless Network 

Properties screen. This is t  he place where 

you actually configure your laptop for 

802.1x on the Rhodes Wireless Network.  

 

8. If the Network name (SSID) is not already 

provided, type in Rhodes_Wireless.  

 

9. Select WPA from the “Network 

Authentication” menu. 

 

10. Select TKIP from the “Data encryption” 

menu. 

 

11. Make sure “computer-to-computer network” 

is not checked.  

 

12. Click the “Authentication” tab. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

13. In the Authentication view, make sure that 

the box to “Enable IEEE 802.1x 

authentication for this network” is checked.  

 

14. Select Protected EAP (PEAP) as the EAP 

type.  

 

15. Uncheck “Authenticate as computer when 

computer information is available,” and 

leave the other checkbox unchecked.  

 

16. Click the Properties button for EAP type to 

go to the Protected EAP Properties screen. 



17. In the Protected EAP Properties window, 

leave the “Validate server certificate” 

checked.  

 

18. In the Trusted Root Certification 

Authorities area, check all of the Thawte 

and VeriSign checkboxes.  

 

19. In the Select Authentication Method menu, 

select the Secured password (EAP-

MSCAHP v2) option.  

 

20. Click the Configure button. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

21. In the EAP MSCHAPv2 Properties box, 

make sure that the checkbox is 

unchecked. Click OK.  

 

 

 

22. Click OK to close each of the three remaining open windows: 

 

   
 



23. You may be back at the Wireless 

Network Connection window. If you are, 

make sure Rhodes_Wireless is 

selected and click the Connect button.  

 

 

If you arenôt returned to this window, look 

for a Wireless Network Connections balloon 

to appear over the System Tray in the lower 

right corner of your screen.  Click on the 

balloon. 

 

 
 

24. You should be prompted to enter your credentials to log into 

the Rhodes Wireless Network. Use your Rhodes Network 

username as the user name, type in your network password, 

and use RHODES for the logon domain.  Click OK. 

 

25. Logging in may take 15-30 seconds.  Look for another 

balloon to appear over your system tray indicating that you 

are now connected.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

26. When you go to access a network service, such as the 

Fileserver, that requires authentication, you will need to 

authenticate for that service just like you were on a physical 

Ethernet connection. Be sure to type your username as 

RHODES\username in the user name area, as is required by 

Windows XP. 

 

27. Windows XP should now automatically log you in to the 

Rhodes Wireless Network when you get in range. You will 

not need to type your username or password to access the 

Rhodes Wireless Network when you come into range the 

wireless access points. 

 

 

28. If you are not going to be using your wireless connection for a 

while, it is a good idea to Disable the connection. This will help 

your laptop wake from sleep faster and will save your battery life 

when you are using the laptop in areas without wireless access.  
 

From the Windows Taskbar, click  

Start > Connect to > Wireless Network Connection 

Then in the resulting window, click the Disable button.
