· End of spring semester: a formal research paper

· End of final summer: a reflective essay and Fellowships scorecard
· Students must make at least one presentation of their research. This can be at the Rhodes Undergraduate Research and Creative Activity Symposium or a discipline-specific conference.
· Participants must pass a 5-panel drug screen performed at St. Jude at the beginning the program, must provide documentation of vaccinations, proof of medical insurance, and will be subjected to a criminal background check.
