REGISTRATION FOR FALL SEMESTER, 2009
Welcome to Rhodes!  We are sorry that you will be unable to be with us for the Open Rhodes experience this summer, but please be assured that your course registration for the Fall Semester will not be disadvantaged in any way because you will not be here. All of the course requests of the incoming students will be processed at one time, so the fact that you will submit your requests by mail instead of in person will have no impact on the outcome.

The enclosed information will help you plan your course work, make your course requests, and get registered for the Fall Semester.  It contains everything you need at this time to get registered for Fall: 
1. a description of the Foundations Curriculum that you will pursue, 

2. a full explanation of the degree requirements under the Foundations Curriculum and a degree worksheet, 

3. information on how to create your proposed Fall Semester class schedule,

4. a listing of recommended classes offered by the academic departments,

5. information about Advanced Placement and International Baccalaureate credit,

6. a class schedule worksheet, and

7. the official Fall Semester Course Preference form that is to be returned to the Registrar’s Office.
You will find the following useful information on the Rhodes web site:

1. the Rhodes catalog with course descriptions and major requirements;
2. the Fall, 2009, Semester class schedule (in two places including BannerWeb that requires your Rhodes ID number and PIN for login);

Read and follow these instructions carefully.  The process is not difficult, but this type of registration and using a course schedule are probably new to you and will take some time to understand.  Although you will be selecting courses for the Fall now, the schedule you request now is not final but can be changed in consultation with your faculty advisor during the orientation period. 
Submit the form directly to the Registrar’s Office by mail, email, or fax. We must have the form by July 14 in order for it to be processed with the other entering students.
