Deadlines

Applications for Rhodes summer programs are reviewed on a
rolling basis. As soon as an application is complete, it is reviewed.
Admission decisions are usually made within two weeks of a
submitted, completed application. Some programs fill quickly,
prior to the deadline (Feb 1, or next business day). Therefore, it is
important to apply as early as possible. Applications submitted
after Feb 1 incur a $60 non-refundable late fee. Late submissions
may jeopardize a student’s ability to study on a Rhodes program.

It is the student’s responsibility to notify the Buckman Center for
International Education in writing regarding any changes to his/
her program (e.g. withdrawal from program, course changes,
etc.).

It is important that you understand your institution’s policy for
accepting credit earned abroad before you leave.

Eligibility

Rhodes College welcomes applications for its programs from
students who possess a minimum cumulative grade point
average of 2.00 (unless specified higher than 2.00) and are in
good social standing. Some Rhodes programs have additional
language requirements or other prerequisites.

Applicants are reviewed on the basis of their complete

academic record, timely submission of required documents, and
disciplinary history. Applicants who have been denied based on
one or more of these factors may request a review of the decision
by submitting a letter of appeal to the Director of International
Programs within 5 business days of the decision. Applicants who
have been denied based on an insufficient grade point average
MUST also submit a letter of support for participation on the
program by the Rhodes faculty member leading the program.

All admissions are conditional based on continued good
academic and social standing.
